question of “Internationalizing Curricula” and
the for whom and what for. The American
Council on Education (ACE) has created a
roadmap for those interested in assessing their
current course content and provides specific
examples of institutions that have successfully
implemented such efforts. According to ACE’s
website and the University of Michigan, the
primary focus areas should address the

following:

e Embedding course content into
existing courses (case studies,
focused

themes, leverage

international authors reading
assignments)

. Expand course and curricular
offerings (develop new

concentrations, interdisciplinary
course content, discipline-specific
internationally focused content)

. Expand current study abroad options
in a cross-disciplinary approach
(STEM/Humanities

programming)

e Leverage existing faculty-to-faculty
international connections for student-

facing joint projects)
