Dr. Safya U. Noble is an associate professor in 
te Department of Information Studies at UCLA. 
She is te autor of “Algoritms of Oppression: 
How Search Engines Reinforce Racism,” a best-
selling book on racist and sexist algoritmic bias 
in commercial search engines. 

Dr. Noble challenges te idea tat search engines 
like Google ofer an equal playing feld for all 
ideas, identities and activities. Data discrimination 
is a real social problem tat leads to a biased set 
of search algoritms tat privilege whiteness and 
discriminate against people of color, specifcally 
women of color. 

As search engines and teir related companies 
grow in importance, understanding and reversing 
tese disquieting trends and discriminatory 
practices is of utmost importance. An original, 
surprising and at times disturbing account of 
bias on te internet, “Algoritms of Oppression” 
contributes to our understanding of how racism 
is created, maintained and disseminated in te 
21st century.

In tis moving and hilarious show, Dark invites 
her audience to live in te experience of te 
body, not te appearance of te body. 
Drawing from her own experience as a fat, 
queer, white-privileged, recently disabled, 

inevitably aging, gender-conforming “girl wit 
a pretty face,” Dark defly blends storytelling 
and social analysis to reveal te presence of 
everyday appearance privilege (and stigma). Join 
her to explore how te architecture of tis social 
world constrains us and how we might help one 
anoter break free.

Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander (Indigenous 
Australian) people are imprisoned at 14 times 

te rate of oter Australians. At 2,209 people 
per 100,000 population (all Australian prisons, 
2018), te rate of imprisonment for Indigenous 
Australians is even higher tan tat of African-
Americans in te United States at 1,134 people 
per 100,000 population (U.S. federal and state 
prisons, 2018). Hazardous use of alcohol and 
drugs has been identifed as a major contributing 
factor to te high rate of Indigenous Australian 
imprisonment. Dr. Michael Doyle, an Indigenous 
Australian, will discuss underlying reasons for 
alcohol and drug use in tis population and ways 
tat some of tese issues can be addressed bot  
in prison and in te community.
