Our self-support program receives
no state funding and costs $225,000
annually to run a full year of quality
programming. The Bernard Osher
Foundation established a $1 million
endowment at CSUSM which provides
nearly $40,000 a year, in addition to
a potential annual grant of $25,000.
Membership and tuition provides
$100,000 each year; leaving a gap
of $60,000 a year we must fund
through additional grants and
individual philanthropy.
