	Scope
	This policy applies to recreational sports under the operations of Campus Recreation at California State University San Marcos.








All spectators are expected to conduct themselves in a civil and sporting manner, at all times- before, during and after contests. CSUSM student spectators are expected to comply with the CSUSM Student Code of Conduct





Spectators are to provide support and encouragement that will be beneficial to the participants and the sporting event they are attending.





Spectators making physical contact or threatening a staff member and/or official will be asked to leave immediately.





If an event is at the CFH, spectators must check in at the Campus Recreation (REC) Information Desk to be authorized access to activity area. Spectators must remain in designated areas only and may not enter the playing area, locker rooms or other unauthorized areas within the facility. 





Spectators violating these policies or exhibiting unsportsmanlike conduct will be asked to leave the facility.  Repeat policy violations may lead to a permanent ban from attending recreational sporting events at CSUSM. 
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
