Graduation Survey

In summer 2011, Enrollment Management Services included a Graduation Survey with all of the diplomas that were mailed to the May 2011 graduates. Of the 1615 surveys mailed, 145 were returned.  The overall response rate was 9%, of which 8% received their bachelors’ degree and 1% received their masters’ degree.
